ENCOUNTERING His LOVE Promotes Healing
Love turns on my immune system, heals my heart and soul, and positions me to walk in God’s anointing. It is one of God’s Gifts of Healings (1 Cor. 12:28)
Instructions

1. Receive revelation through journaling about each passage (even if it is just one per day). Ask, “Lord, what do You want to say about Your love for me through this passage?”  

2. Receive a picture/vision. “Lord, please give me a picture of what Your love LOOKS like as it flows to me through this revelation.”  

3. Record what God shows you. Tune to flowing pictures and as you do, you will also experience flowing, Godly emotions (e.g., love, joy, peace, gentleness, etc.).   
These living encounters with Jesus WILL transform you (2 Corinthians 3:18) and help fill you with His love!
